(Alexandria, Virginia) Keith Michel, past-president of SNAME joins a very select group with his election to the 

National Academy of Engineering, NAE, and this reflects on his accomplishments as a designer of ships and their gear, 

his contributions to maritime safety and a clean environment through his work with IMO, ABS, USCG and the Marine 

Board of NRC, past-president of SNAME and now, as president of Webb Institute.   

Founded in 1964, the National Academy of Engineering is a private, independent, nonprofit institution that provides 

engineering leadership in service to the nation. The mission of the National Academy of Engineering is to advance the 

well-being of the nation by promoting a vibrant engineering profession and by marshalling the expertise and insights of 

eminent engineers to provide independent advice to the federal government on matters involving engineering and 

technology.

Keith joins an elite group of SNAME members who have been elected to the NAE over the years, including such 

luminaries as William Francis Gibbs, H. F. Todd, and Henry Schade.  SNAME now has approximately 18 members of 

the Academy and a number of deceased members including the above.
